An estimated 800 women in Jordan are diagnosed with breast cancer each year. Unfortunately, around 70% of 

these cases are presented at a late stage of the disease, during which survival rates are low and the cancer 

is less curable. However, if detected early, the chances of survival greatly increase and may reach up to more 

than 95%. Due to widespread unawareness regarding this lifesaving fact and with incidence rates increasing 

each year, breast cancer will continue to unnecessarily claim the lives of many women we love and care about; 

our mothers, grandmothers, wives, sisters, daughters, colleagues, and friends. However, there is a good 

chance of beating this disease if we all encourage our loved ones to get routine checkups and help spread the 

message that Early Detection of Breast Cancer Saves Lives!

Every October, breast cancer organizations and charities all around the world celebrate the International Month 

for Breast Cancer Awareness. In Jordan, the Jordan Breast Cancer Program (JBCP) launches a massive nation-

wide campaign aimed at educating and raising awareness of the public at large and females in specific on breast 

cancer and the importance of early detection, but perhaps more importantly, focuses on encouraging women 

aged 40 years and older to get their mammograms. Throughout the month, JBCP collaborates with the various 

health sectors in Jordan in the implementation of a multitude of planned activities that are held throughout the 

Kingdom, including road shows, information booths and exhibitions in major shopping malls, superstores, 

schools and universities, educational lectures, free clinical breast exams and discounted mammograms at 

public and private hospitals and centers, television and radio coverage, a free hotline, the production and 

distribution of educational brochures, posters and Jordanian pink “hatta” ribbons -- our national symbol for 

breast cancer awareness. 

Partnering with the Jordan Breast Cancer Program offers you the opportunity of joining the global fight against 

breast cancer and playing a role in our mission of saving women’s lives. Only through collective efforts, and 

certainly through the sponsorship and commitment of partners like You, will we be able to reach out to all women 

in Jordan - regardless of their socio-economic status and geographic location - and reduce morbidity and mortal-

ity from breast cancer and shift the stage of diagnosis to earlier stages at which the disease is most curable.
